The Governor signed into law, SB444, – Procedures for Procurement 


 This bill mandates a prohibition against contracting with any company which may be on the Scrutinized Companies with activities in Sudan List, or the Scrutinized Companies with Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List for contracts exceeding $1,000,000 in value.  This bill applies to political sub-divisions.  The bill does have some exceptions for renewing of contracts with companies that may be on the list, or if there was a public finding that the goods or services could not be obtained other than through one of these companies.  Written certification is required by the contractor for contracts exceeding $1,000,000.  A company which is proven to submit a fraudulent certification is subject to a penalty of $250,000 or twice the contract value, whichever is greater.  This bill has a corresponding House bill.

This bill will become effective July 1, 2011.  A portion of the statutory language reads as follows:  


A company that, at the time of bidding or submitting a proposal for a

new contract or renewal of an existing contract, is on the Scrutinized

Companies with Activities in Sudan List or the Scrutinized Companies with

Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List, created pursuant to s.

215.473, is ineligible for, and may not bid on, submit a proposal for, or enter

into or renew a contract with an agency or local governmental entity for goods

or services of $1 million or more.

In accordance with the above cited chapter (215.473) the list is to be established and updated quarterly by the FL Dept of Administration.  The last list which I can actually find in dated 2007.  I cannot find any reference to the lists anywhere on the agency web site.  So, I have sent the following e-mail to the agency via their web site link.  


FL S 215.473 requires that the SBA establish and update on a quarterly basis the Scrutinized

Companies with Activities in Sudan List or the Scrutinized Companies with

Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List.  the only list I've actually been able to find is dated 09/2007.  Given the governor's signature on SB444, prohibiting agencies from contracting with any company on these lists, can you provide the location of or access to most recent updated lists of scrutinized companies?  thank you.
