Achievement of Excellence in Procurement Award  
 
This is the 15

th
 year of the AEP award and hopefully many of you are already working on your 

2010 application. If not, there is still plenty of time to submit it as the deadline is May 31, 2010. 
 
The AEP Award was developed by the National Purchasing Institute as a way for agencies to 
receive recognition for their procurement operations by obtaining a high score based on 
standardized criteria. These criteria are designed to measure the innovation, professionalism, 
productivity, e-procurement and leadership of the procurement organization. 
 
There are 200 possible points available in 19 categories, but only 100 points are needed to qualify 
for the award. The application contains a self-assessment area so that an agency may rate 
themselves prior to filling out the entire submittal. 
 
The AEP Award has the distinction of being co-sponsored by every major procurement association 
in the United States, including FAPPO, whose two representatives are Cheryl Shanaberger, CPPO 
and David Nash, CPPO, CPPB. 
 
Agencies are encouraged to use the online application, which may be accessed at the following 
website www.npiconnection.org. However, entities that are unable to submit an application online 
and would like to respond with a hard copy application may do so by contacting Beth Fleming, 
AEP Chairperson at (940) 349-3130 or beth.fleming@dentoncounty.com

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Leading the Way Through the Economic Storm

 As America is faced with an economic storm that is far greater than any kind of tornados 
or hurricanes, government Purchasing Departments (state, county and city) are having to deal 
with the crisis in many challenging ways.    It is affecting every aspect of how the Purchasing 
Departments are run.  Budgets have been cut.  Employees have been laid off.  In particular, 
everyone has to do more with less.  There is less money in budgets and less employees to do 
the work.   Employees are scrambling to find ways to cut costs and help keep their agencies 
running.  
 Many Purchasing Departments have been downsized to cut costs for their agency.  Some 
have lost employees.  Vacant positions have not been filled.   Some Purchasing Departments 
have been decentralized in order to save costs.  Some agencies have started to furlough their 
employees, having them take days off during the year without pay.  This will save money but 
place a financial burden on the employees.   
  
 The Purchasing Departments that have lost employees have had to do more work with 
less people.   This places a burden on employees.  They are doing more work with no increase 
in their pay.  They search harder for the best value at the best price. 

 
Some agency Purchasing Departments have been decentralized.  Their purchasing pro-

fessionals now work for various departments and only buy for that department.   By decentraliz-
ing purchasing, the employees no longer have immediate contact with the purchasing people 
they had been working with.  Training will be more difficult.  They report to the head of the de-
partment they are now assigned to.     Purchasing departments have a responsibility to their 
agency, to buy what is needed, spending less.   We find ourselves getting more quotes so that 
we can find the best price and best quality of product.   One of the biggest priorities right now for 
buyers is finding lower prices for products and services.    Purchases need to be made at or be-
low the cost of the budget.   With the way our economy is, this can prove time consuming as 
prices are going up and down on a daily basis.  We find ourselves checking references more 
thoroughly to make sure the vendors have done the work they were contracted to do.   

 
Another issue that can save costs for purchasing departments, is to have well written 

specifications.  When a specification is not well written it causes more time and effort to the 
buyer.  We have to educate our end users on how to have well written specifications so the bid/
proposal process runs smoother and saves on costs. 
Training for the purchasing professional has become very difficult.  Most agencies have made 
tremendous cuts to their training budgets.  As purchasing professional we need to have training 
classes in order to keep our certifications.  Classes get scheduled that buyers need, but the pur-
chasing departments do not have the money in their budget.  The classes are cancelled due to 
lack of registrants.  This will make it very difficult in the future for those that are certified to have 
the required number of hours of training to keep their certifications . 
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Our end users, who are our customers, determine how successful the purchasing depart-
ment is by how easy it is to make a purchase or a service, and the cost that we end up purchas-
ing the items or service for.   This requires us to educate the user departments.  By educating 
the departments we are making our jobs a little easier.   

  
The City of Winter Parkôs budget for FY10 had a decrease of 3.41% over the FY09 

budget.  Under this budget they eliminated 13 full-time positions and gave no compensation in-
creases to the employees.  There are two revenue sources that the City counts on that are af-
fected by the economy.   One is the Ad valorem taxes (assessed on home values) and the other 
is sales tax for consumer purchases (2009-2010 Annual Budget).  This creates revenue loss to 
the city when taxes on housing goes down and people are not spending their money for con-
sumer products.   Until the economy starts turning around, the City of Winter Park and other 
agencies have to work to stay within their budgets. 

 
In our personal lives, there are many factors that are affected during the economic storm.  

At the top of the list is loss of jobs.  Many people have lost their jobs and have been unable to 
find employment, or if they have found employment, it may be at a lower pay than they were 
used to.   As people lose their jobs, they are unable to pay for their homes.  Many people have 
already had foreclosures while many others are waiting for help.  Many of those who have al-
ready gone through foreclosure, did so prior to the lending agencies providing help.   Many of 
those that are facing foreclosure right now are waiting for their mortgage companies to modify 
their loans at lower rates and save their homes.     In addition to job losses and foreclosures, just 
trying to get by has become much harder.   People have had to have a very tight budget and live 
within that budget in order to survive week to week.  No longer are they able to make purchases 
when they want to.   

 
There are many other challenges people have had to deal with during this economic cri-

sis we are faced with.  They have had to adjust their spending and learn how to get the things 
they need yet spending less for it.  Everyone, including myself, is looking ahead and hopeful that 
soon the economy will get better.
